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1. Overall Description
RAN3 thanks SA3 for their LS on security on the direct interface between H(e)NBs.

In this LS, SA3 provides some considerations after analysis of the security of H(e)NBs with a direct connection in the enterprise scenario without going through a central security gateway. RAN3 has the following two questions regarding theses considerations:
Q1/ RAN3 assumes that in a scenario where a standardized security solution in release 10 is needed then the traffic for the direct interface would be routed by a security gateway in a centralised location. Can SA3 confirm RAN3 understanding?

Then RAN3 would like to inform SA3 that RAN3 has agreed at RAN3#69bis to introduce in LTE release 10 the optimized mobility between two HeNBs via a direct X2 interface.

Q2/ for the scenarios when it is desired to use a standardized security solution that doesn’t go via the security gateway RAN3 would like to know when SA3 could provide such solution at their earliest ? 
2. Actions 
To SA3: RAN3 kindly ask SA3 to answer the following two questions:

Q1/ RAN3 assumes that in a scenario where a standardized security solution in release 10 is needed then the traffic for the direct interface would be routed by a security gateway in a centralised location. Can SA3 confirm RAN3 understanding?

Q2/ for the scenarios when it is desired to use a standardized security solution that doesn’t go via the security gateway RAN3 would like to know when SA3 could provide such solution at their earliest? 
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
