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1. Overall Description
RAN 3 would like to thank SA2 about the multi-PLMN CSFB scenario to be supported.
In this liaison, SA2 requests the addition of the “Registered PLMN” over S1AP and ask about the suitable release for this addition.

After discussion, RAN3 came to the following conclusions:

· it is not possible to add the requested indication of “registered PLMN” over S1AP in release 9 since release 9 is frozen,

· it was seen acceptable for RAN3 to provide this “registered PLMN” as part of a release 10 enhancement to cover this use case. 

In addition, RAN3 noticed and would like to report the following points from the CR from SA2 attached to the incoming liaison which would call for some clarifications:
· although the liaison only requested to provide the “registered PLMN” over S1AP, the attached SA2 CR mentioned the addition of the LAI IE in the Initial UE Context message,
· the CR however specified that only the “registered PLMN” information is used by the eNB in its selection process of the target cell or the building up of the redirection message, and not the TAI IE,
· it could be a problem if an eNB would restrict the list of cells it indicates to the UE based on a received LAC as this restriction could lead to additional redirection delay if the target cell suitable for the UE would not belong to that LAC.

Despite those points, RAN3 agreed the attached release 10 CR on TS36.413 which includes the LAI IE instead of the registered PLMN IE in the Initial UE Context message but would like SA2 to confirm this was indeed the intention. Further clarification of how this LAI is to be used by the eNB would be appreciated for improving RAN3 specifications.  
2. Actions 
To SA2: 
RAN 3 kindly ask SA2 to take note of RAN3 agreement to add the LAI information element in the Initial UE Context message and of RAN3 decision concerning the release of this addition.

RAN3 would also like SA2 to clarify the points mentioned above in order to improve RAN3 specifications.
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
