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1. Overall Description: 
RAN3 has discussed user impacts in context of current MME overload control procedure, and would like to inform SA2 about the ongoing activity in this area.
RAN3 took the working assumption to investigate the solution as sketched in R3-103763. 
The solution was found useful by several companies to complement the procedure as specified in 36.413, as it mitigates user impacts once MME sends OVERLOAD START message to randomly selected eNBs and allows a smooth recovery from overload situations by stepwise overload action.
Two companies doubted the usefulness of this optimization at this point in time.

There  might be RAN nodes not supporting it (either because they are of an older Release or because they do not implement the feature), of which the MME might not be aware. In this case the MME may only be able to set the strategy based on the assumption that the eNB will not be able to apply the stepwise reduction. 

RAN3 will keep SA2 informed about the outcome of the discussion.
