Description
At RAN3#69 some clarification was made against the cause values to be used in the UE Release Request message, in particular with regards to whether service suspension is expected or not from the EPC.

The clarification was useful however there still remains some ambiguity which have not been solved. For example:

· the cause value “UE not available for PS services” should be limited to the case of CSFB to GERAN but not towards UTRAN where no service suspension should take place as PS domain is supported on UTRAN,

· the cause value “UE not available for PS services” should also be used when PS suspension is required in case the radio procedure “RRC release with redirection towards 2g” is used and not only when the radio procedure CCO is used i.e. it should be independent of the radio procedure being used. The current text mixes service and radio procedure.
·  according to the current text, when inter-RAT redirection is used e.g. towards UTRAN and PS service suspension is not required, two cause values simultaneously apply for this use case: “inter-RAT redirection” and “CSFB triggered”. This is again because a confusion has been made between the service expected (CSFB) and the radio procedure to do it (CCO or RRC Release with Redirection).

The following solution and clarification is proposed:

· limit the use of the “UE not available for PS service” for the CSFB to GERAN service when PS suspension is required, regardless of the radio procedure being used (i.e. can be RRC redirection, CCO)
· only use the “CSFB triggered” cause value for the CSFB to UTRAN and GERAN case when PS suspension is not required, again regardless of the radio method used (i.e. can be RRC redirection i.e. an inter-RAT redirection) 
· reserve the “inter-RAT redirection” when PS suspension is not required only for the data inter-RAT redirection,

· use the “Redirection to 1xRTT” for the redirection to 1xRTT where PS suspension is required (no change).

Conclusion and Proposal
This paper has shown remaining ambiguities and conflicts associated with the use of cause values used in the UE Release Request message depending on the service at stake (CSFB, data redirection) and the radio procedure being used (CCO, RRC release with redirection).

It is proposed to agree on the way forward proposed in this paper to put things in square angles once for all.
