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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT6 informed 3GPP TSG RAN3 about their plans to define an UICC application to store initial H(e)NB provisioning information. Additionally the draft WI description (C6-100610) was provided.
The WID refers in its justification to a statement in TS 22.220 in clause 5.10
The USIM application may also contain information for the initial provisioning (e.g. the O&M system contact).
The figure below attempts to shed some light into architectural details of the proposed WI.
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The picture shows that the envisaged WI in CT6 would require the H(e)NB to have an additional interface with the SIM/USIM according the specifications of ETSI TS 102.221. 

As RAN3 is tasked with protocols for Iu related interfaces and to set requirements for UTRAN O&M, RAN3 is neither working nor planning to work on the suggested issue. O&M related information is provided by the H(e)MS using the BBF TR-069 protocol and a data model according TR-196. Information that is needed for “bootstrapping” is stored in the H(e)NB in a secure environment as defined by 3GPP SA3. As the storage of provisioning data on the USIM is an option only RAN3 sees no need to define requirements for additional management interface.
3GPP SA5 is in our view the correct group that needs to be contacted. SA5 is performing the necessary work to specify the administrative procedures and protocols to manage an H(e)NB. 

2. Actions:

To 3GPP CT6 group.

ACTION: 
RAN3 would like to inform CT6 that there is no intent to specify procedures for communication between H(e)NB and an application residing on the Hosting Party Module (USIM). CT6 is advised to contact SA5 instead.
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
