Introduction
Following the completion of the work on MDT in SA5 [1,2], we submit this meeting CRs to S1AP and X2AP based on the detailed description of the MDT functionnality in TS 32.422 [3].

Discussion
SA5 has provided detailed information of the MDT functionality in TS 32.422 [3], and UTRAN and E-UTRAN stage 2 description has been provided by RAN2 [4]. We therefore propose an MDT documentation option for S1AP and X2AP specifications  avoiding duplication of information as far as possible.
Proposal 1: The chosen MDT documentation option for S1AP and X2AP specifications should avoid duplication of information with TS 32.422 and TS 37.320 as far as possible.

This approach is illustrated in the attached CRs to S1AP [5] and X2AP [6].

Open points:
· In case of signalling activation of MDT towards a UE missing the required capability, is feedback to the CN needed?

· In TS 32.422 sub-section 4.2.3.8 states "In the MME, no trace recording sessions are started for MDT trace sessions. The MME sends the trace session activation to the eNodeB as specified in 4.1.2.12 and the eNodeB decides about the start of trace recording sessions.". However the Trace Recording Session Reference is provided by the MME to the eNB (cf. 4.1.2.12.2), and is needed in our view. This seems contradictory.

· TS 32.422 sub-section 4.2.6 mandates the source eNB to provide trace configuration information (for signalling based trace) in case of S1 handover. This seems unnecessary, and doesn't follow the R8/R9 mechanism.

Conclusion

Proposal 1: The chosen MDT documentation option for S1AP and X2AP specifications should avoid duplication of information with TS 32.422 and TS 37.320 as far as possible.
