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	Reason for change:
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	In current stage2 spec 36.300, it is said that The DeNB may inform the RN of the MME UE S1AP ID assigned by the MME. That means, in some cases the DeNB may inform this ID to the RN.

And in stage3 spec 36.413, it is said that in case the MME UE S1AP ID 2 IE is present, the target eNB shall store this information in the UE context and use it for subsequent X2 handovers.
But according to relay discussion, due to the proxy functionality in the DeNB, Relay will never use the MME UE S1AP ID assigned by the MME in the subsequent X2 handovers, and must not do that. In case of DeNB inform the MME UE S1AP ID 2 to the RN, an error will occur, i.e. the DeNB will be confused about the how to handle the IDs in the subsequent X2 handovers. And Relay also need to store this information which should never be used.

This CR is to solve the issue, remove the confused text.

In case of Handover between RN and neighbour eNB, in addition to the procedures specified in section 10.1.2.1.1, below are also applied.

The DeNB may inform the RN of any GUMMEI of the UE's serving MME in the INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST and S1 HANDOVER REQUEST messages. Considering this information as well as the GU Group ID of the neighbour eNB and the X2 interface availability between the DeNB and neighbour eNB, the RN initiates either S1 or X2 handover for the UE. In case the GUMMEI information is not available to the RN, the RN attempts the X2 handover for the UE (see section 19.2.2.5) and, upon X2 handover failure, S1 handover may be initiated.

The S1/X2 HANDOVER REQUEST is received by the DeNB, which reads the target cell ID from the message, finds the target node corresponding to the target cell ID, and forwards the message toward the target node if appropriate. 
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
