(

	At previous RAN2 meeting, the issue of reconfiguration messages and HS-SCCH orders interaction for DTX/DRX is raised. Currently, the UE instructs the physical layer to forget DTX/DRX HS-SCCH orders in case of serving cell change, but when the serving cell is not changed as a result of a reconfiguration, then there is some ambiguity as to whether the UE should remember or forget the DTX/DRX orders received prior to this message.

At RAN2#73 meeting, the issue is solved by the following changes:

- For 25.331 Rel-7 and Rel-8, a note is added to suggest the network that if UE has DTX/DRX configured before and after reconfiguration, in case the IE “DTX-DRX timing information” is not “Continue” and the serving HS-DSCH cell was not changed, then UE may or may not instruct the physical layer to consider that the DTX/DRX related HS-SCCH orders were never received.

Further, it is stated if the IE “DTX-DRX timing information” is “Continue” and the serving HS-DSCH cell was not changed, then UE shall instruct the physial layer to remember the DTX/DRX related HS-SCCH oders.

- For 25.331 Rel-7 and Rel-8, UE behavior is uniform after reconfiguration.

For Rel-7 and Rel-8 solution, for some UE vendors have confirmed it is too late to change Rel-7 and Rel-8 UE implementation, it is left network implement to solve the issue by the indication of “UE may or may not…” in 25.331. However, there is no indicator for DRNS to know whether UE behavior is uniform or non-uniform, so DRNS will have no idea how to do with Rel-7 or Rel-8 UEs which configured with DTX/DRX after reconfiguration, which may lead a mismatch between the network and the UE on the physical layer activation/deactivation status of DTX/DRX operation.



	
	

	Summary of change:
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	Extend the IE UE Support Indicator Extension to indicate DRNS that, when there is reconfiguration on DTX/DRX parameters for Rel-7 or Rel-8 UEs, if either the IE “UE DTX DRX Offset” or “Enabling Delay” is different from the current configuration, then DRNS will consider the UE behavior is non-uniform after reconfiguraiton and network implemenation applies (e.g. DRNS could send HS-SCCH orders to re-synchronize physical activation/deactivation status of DTX/DRX operation after reconfiguration).
