Multicast group management function
IP multicast is used to deliver the packets over the M1 interface. The M1 interface has the function to manage the IP multicast groups. The MBMS GW maintains the IP multicast groups. The MBMS GW allocates the IP multicast group address when the session arrives, and may release it at session stop. At the eNB side, the eNB joins the IP multicast group to receive the MBMS User Plane data at session start, leaves the IP multicast group when the session stops, may leave the IP multicast group when the session suspends and may rejoin the IP multicast group when the session resumes.

MBMS Service Suspending and Resumption function

The MBMS Service Suspension and Resumption function enables the MCE to inform the eNB that it may release the allocated RAN resources, may leave the IP multicast if already joined, update the notification of that MBMS service and suspend the MBSFN transmission while keeping the MBMS context for that service in the eNB. If the MCE subsequently inform the eNB for resumption, then the eNB may reallocate the RAN resources, update the notification of that MBMS service and resume the MBSFN transmission and join IP multicast if already left.
