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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA5 for the Reply LS in S5-112132(R3-111828), and would like to provide some further consideration on SA5’s response.
Response from SA5: 

SA5 confirmed that there is no clear use case to support multiple traces per UE in the eNB and there is no need to propagate multiple traces during S1/X2 handover. For details please refer to the attached agreed SA5 document S5-112122 from SA5#77.
Depiction from S5-112122:

There can only be one Trace Recording Session Reference per Trace Reference at one given time for a UE trace session. So there shall be only one TR/TRSR to be propagated during S1 and X2 handover.

Further Questions from RAN3:
1) There can only be one TRSR per TR at a given time for one UE, however, there can be at least two TRs at a given time for one UE, e.g. one for Immediate MDT and one for Logged MDT. Is this understanding right?
2) The Trace ID to be propagated during S1 and X2 handover is composed of TR and TRSR, so the above metioned ‘TR/TRSR’ may have a little ambiguous, it is better to say ‘TR&TRSR’. Therefore, we’d llike to modify the sentence as:
So there shall be only one TRSR per TR to be propagated during S1 and X2 handover.
Is this acceptable?
3) During S1/X2 handover, will there have the possibility that more than one TR have been activated for one UE?

For example, when a UE already has a TR&TRSR activated by an ‘Immediate MDT only’ request, can it also have a trace TR&TRSR activated by a ‘Trace’ request in parallel? If yes, there are two TR configurations may need to be propagated during S1 and X2 handover. If no, to achieve this, shall the old ‘Immediate MDT only’ TR be stopped firstly, and then start a new ‘Immediate MDT and Trace’ TR?
2. Actions:

RAN3 kindly asks SA5 to clarify the above RAN3’s further questions and give the feedback.
