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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks SA for their LS on Equivalent PLMN identities and MDT (SP-110433), and SA5 for their LS on MDT Privacy (S5-112161). SA3 confirmed that SA5’s understanding is in line with SA3’s except that two issues need to be clarified, i.e. roaming issue and deletion issue. 
In a series of LSs since autumn 2010, SA3 has been involved in MDT development by communicating the privacy concerns related to MDT and the storage of user traces. For example, that user consent is required, and the consent is to be valid for operations in home network(s) and for the home operator to whom the consent was given. Recently in such a context, the word ‘roaming’ was unfortunately used [1].
We wish to make it clear that SA3 intent with such restriction was only with respect to operator and country –i.e. the data controllers to which consent was given – and not with respect to one PLMN identity. SA3 is aware that one operator in one country can operate several PLMNs, or use ePLMNs in shared networks, for the same user and thus possibly being MDT-authorized by one single user consent for these (e)PLMNs. 

SA3 understands that mandating deletion would be implementation specific and therefore not in scope of standardization. SA3 would prefer descriptive text in the SA5 specifications like this:


‘Note: There may be regulatory obligation to delete MDT data after processing.’
