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1. Introduction
IUR INVOKE TRACE shall include Trace Propagation Parameters IE in case of signalling trace, and Trace Propagation Parameters IE includes the IE Trace Recording Session Reference IE/ Trace Depth IE /List Of Interfaces To Trace IE, and the Trace Recording Session Reference IE is mandatory present.
MDT Configuration mandates the inclusion of the MDT Recording Session Reference IE, and then when MDT function is activated, both MDT Recording Session Reference IE and Trace Recording Session Reference IE  (TRSR) shall be included in CN INVOKE TRACE/IUR INVOKE TRACE.
In SA5#77 S5-112122 , SA5 has agreed the single pair TRSR and Trace Reference (TR) per UE per trace session (Trace and/or MDT).
2. Discussion
2.1. Problem
The refering to 25.413/25.423 as follows:

If the MDT Configuration IE is included in the CN INVOKE TRACE message and includes the MDT Activation IE set to to “Immediate MDT Only” or “Logged MDT only”, then the RNC shall, if supported, initiate the requested MDT function as described in TS 32.422 [38] and shall ignore the List of Interfaces to Trace IE and the Trace Depth IE.
If the MDT Configuration IE is included and the MDT Activation IE is set to “MDT Only” then the DRNC shall, if supported, initiate the requested MDT function as described in TS 32.422 [49] and shall ignore the List of Interfaces to Trace IE and the Trace Depth IE.
It is seen that when MDT function is activated, the List of Interfaces to Trace IE and the Trace Depth IE shall be ignored, whereas RNC behaviour is unspecified if both IEs MDT Recording Session Reference and Trace Recording Session Reference are included in IUR INVOKE TRACE/CN INVOKE TRACE messages.
SA5 has the agreement that MDT reuses the trace TRSR, but RNC behaviour is ambiguous and needs to be clarified.
2.2. Solution
Option1: Add the following note in the text procedure, tabular and ASN.1 by indicating that the information element MDT Recording Session Reference IE shall be ignored.
Option2: Clarify in IUR INVOKE TRACE/CN INVOKE TRACE description part that when MDT function is activated, RNC should ignore MDT Recording Session Reference.
Option3: Mandate in the text part and tabular that the MDT Recording Session Reference shall have the same value as Trace Recording Session Reference IE
Option4: Delete the IE MDT Recording Session Reference from MDT Configuration and ASN.1 part.
The preceding three options are simple, but the problem could not be corrected fundamentally. Option 4 needs to modify ASN.1, therefore backward compatibility should be considered.
Proposal: It is proposed that RAN3 discusses the problem and decides one solution.
3. Conclusion and Proposal
From the above analysis on MDT TRSR, it is proposed to have an agreement on the issue and decides one solution.
The associated CRs corresponding to Option 1 are proposed in R3-111919 and R3-111920.
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
