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1 Introduction 

A LS from SA2 in S2-111236 [R3-111129] in RAN3#72 was asking RAN3 some questions with related to handover decision in EUTRAN for video-calls. It was agreed that in RAN3#72 that RAN3 should only answer the question No.3 that was asked to RAN3, this contribution focus on that point.
2 Proposed answers to SA2 questions.
SA LS in R3-111129 asked three questions, and this contribution focus on question No.3 only. Question No.1 and No.2 were indicated to RAN2.
1. Does the source RAN (E-UTRAN in this case) take into account service specific information e.g. based on active bearers' QCIs before making the handover decision? In the case of vSRVCC would it be useful for source RAN (E-UTRAN) to know whether the UE is engaged in a voice-only or voice-video call before initiating the handover or this is/should be transparent from the source RAN before selecting the most appropriate cell in Neighbour Cell List (NCL)?

2. In case of HSPA and UMTS overlapping cells in the same sector, does the source RAN (E-UTRAN in this case) take this into account for the HO decision?
3. Is it necessary for the E-UTRAN to know whether the handover is for “voice-only” or “voice and video” SRVCC before constructing the right set of transparent containers in the “Handover Required” message?

RAN3 understood that the vSRVCC is to handover a video call from EUTRAN to UTRAN CS. Base on this understanding, the source eNB does not need to know whether the handover is for “voice-only” or “voice and video” SRVCC before constructing the right set of transparent containers. In fact, for handover to UMTS there is only one type of transparent container which is the Source RNC to Target RNC Transparent Container that the eNB shall construct.
3 Conclusion and proposal.
It is proposed RAN3 answer to SA2 as shown in chapter 2 above.
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
