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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank GERAN 2 for their LS in R3-111808/ GP-110816 on enabling detection of unnecessary IRAT HO for A/Gb-mode BSS.
RAN3 would like to comment on GERAN2 concern C3.
[Question from GERAN2]

C3.The new procedure is a hybrid between the RIM procedure and handover procedure where a trigger for sending the HO Report is not a RIM message (i.e. an IE in the Source to Target transparent container) whereas the HO Report is a RIM message. In addition the procedures seem to imply that the SON transfer will be initiated from a BSS, which is not allowed by the current Rel-10 3GPP TS 48.018. It seems therefore necessary to introduce a dedicated RIM procedure within 3GPP TS 48.018 to handle HO Report. 
[Answer from RAN3]

RAN3understand GERAN2 concern: using RIM would have impact on 48.018 specification as the new RIM application (i.e. detection of unnecessary IRAT HO) does not require the request to be sent via RIM.
Beside the definition of a new RIM procedure (as proposed by GERAN2), RAN3 has also discussed a further option i.e. Handover Report to be sent in RIM Request PDU and e-UTRAN to send an empty response in the RIM PDU.
RAN3 would like to ask GERAN2 to take into consideration RAN3 analysis when deciding the best option to enable the detection of unnecessary IRAT HO.
