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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA5 for the reply liaison (R3-111826/ S5-112117). RAN3 found that there exists some ambiguity for the following description: 

” …EM shall validate that the MCC and MNC specified in the Trace reference is the same as the PLMN supported by all the eNodeBs specified in the area scope. If the eNodeB receives a request with a PLMN in the TraceReference that does not match any PLMN in its list, it shall ignore the request.”  

RAN3 understands that “any PLMN in its list” means “any PLMN supported by the cells under this eNB and within the specified area scope ” other than “any PLMN eNB supported”. The same understanding also applies to UTRAN case. 

Furthermore, RAN3 also believes that in case of signalling based MDT, the eNB/RNC should validate that the PLMN included in TraceReference matches the UE’s serving PLMN/RPLMN. 
Therefore, RAN3 thinks that the PLMN validation needs to be performed in eNB/RNC as below:

· For management based MDT, the eNB/RNC should validate that the PLMN in TraceReference matches one PLMN supported by the cells under this eNB/RNC and within the specified area scope, when it receives an activation request from OAM. If the validation fails, the eNB/RNC shall ignore the request.

· For signalling based MDT, the eNB/RNC should validate that the PLMN in TraceReference matches the serving PLMN of the selected UE, when it receives an activation request from MME/CN. If the validation fails, the eNB/RNC shall ignore the request.

In addition, RAN3 thinks that the current MDT PLMN definition is not clear from the network side. RAN3 would like to suggest the definition as:
MDT PLMN: A PLMN that is the PLMN specified in TraceRefercence in MDT configuration.
The content of PLMN validation and new MDT PLMN definition are proposed to be reflected in the corresponding RAN2 specification (i.e. TS37.320).

2. Actions: 

To SA5 group
RAN3 kindly requests SA5 to confirm whether the above understanding about the PLMN validation is in line with SA5’s agreement.
To RAN2 group

RAN3 kindly requests RAN2 to take the above proposal into consideration.
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
