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1. Introduction
In RAN #53, the new Rel-11 SON WI was approved [1], which can be seen as a collection of many technical aspects in the scope of SON, hereby a study phase is needed to investigate the applicability and benefits of some of these use cases. Considering a use case on self-healing is included in the WI, which had been studied in SA5 without involvement of RAN3 in Rel-10, this contribution hopes RAN3 make clarification of this use case, e.g. the dedicated objective, the study manner, i.e. triggered by SA5 or initiated based on RAN3 investigation?
2. Discussion
In the Rel-11 SON WID [1], it is stated,

“Currently, SA5 is conducting a study on the self-healing topic. In order to keep the SON work in TSG RAN open for input coming from SA5 during Rel-11, it is proposed to take this topic into the list of items.

Work on this topic should not start before the feasibility study in SA5 has reached a stable status.”
It can be understood RAN3 work on self-healing should wait for the SA5 outcome. Nevertheless, input expected from SA5 seems not clear. 
2.1. Status quo of Self-healing work in SA5
For Rel-10 in SA5, SON self-healing, as an independent WI (LTE-SON-OAM_SH) [2], had been studied and standardised, concurrently with SON work in RAN3. The new specification output from self-healing WI is TS32.541[3], in which following use cases are included. 

· Self Recovery of NE Software
· Self-healing of board faults
· Cell Outage Detection
· Cell Outage Recovery
· Cell Outage Compensation
· Return from Cell Outage Compensation
SA5 had concluded that the former two use cases (Self Recovery of NE Software & Self-healing of board faults) are typically covered by existing functionality in most products, thus no additional specification requirements are identified.
Rel-10 SA5 self-healing WI has been completed and closed in SA #51[4], no involvement of RAN work groups was required. And eventually, there is no impact on RAN specifications.

For Rel-11 in SA5, there is no new WI concerning self-healing was launched so far. 
2.2. What is the detailed objective of self-healing in RAN3
Considering the status quo, in terms of self-healing aspect, should the Rel-11 SON WI in RAN3 wait for the SA5 outcome of potential Rel-11 new use case? Or study solutions based on the four Cell Outage use cases defined by SA5 in Rel-10 for RAN’s consideration? If it’s the later one, the detailed cell outage use cases need to be rephrased since the current description is specified mainly from the management system point of view, while RAN’s consideration focuses on the radio measurement of network and UE and interface signaling.

Therefore, what should be expected from SA5 as input to RAN3 is not so clear. What are the use cases on self-healing and how to proceed on the RAN3 work need to be identified. Otherwise this aspect of SON WI will not go efficiently.
3. Conclusion
Proposal 1:  RAN3 to discuss and decide whether or not content about self-healing should be included in the SON WI.
Proposal 2:  If the answer is yes, the WID is proposed to be revised and more elaborated objective and use cases concerning self-healing should be provided to facilitate the evaluation work.
