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1 Introduction

TCE IP (IP address of Trace Collection Entity) is defined as the IP address to which the trace record shall be transferred.

In the management activation, trace control and configuration parameters are sent directly to the concerned NE by its EM, and in the signaling activation, trace activation shall be carried out from core network.
2 Discussion
TCE IP is one of the mandatory parameter as described in 32.422:

5.9
IP Address of Trace Collection Entity (M)

This is a mandatory parameter which defines the IP address to which the Trace records shall be transferred. IPv4 and/or IPv6 address(es) may be signalled.
However, it is specified that TCE IP is only used to the EPS in 32.442:

For LTE, TCE IP is one of the trace parameters in both signaling and management trace activation, however, for UMTS, TCE IP is one of the trace parameters in MDT based on management, while it is not included in MDT based on signaling parameters, i.e. TCE IP is not included in CN INVOKE TRACE message, so that it is not sure where trace record should be transferred.
According to the current specification, there could be two different understandings:

Alt1: TCE IP is also used for UMTS trace and MDT, though the IE is missing in CN INVOKE TRACE and IUR INVOKE TRACE messages.

Alt2: One RNC is connected to one single TCE, therefore TCE IP is preconfigured in RNC by OAM.
Proposal: It is proposed that RAN3 discusses the problem and decide whether TCE IP should be added in CN INVOEK TRACE and IUR INVOKE TRACE messages.
3 Conclusion

We propose RAN3 to discuss the problem and decide whether TCE IP should be added in CN INVOEK TRACE and IUR INVOKE TRACE messages. The CRs as R3-112441 and R3-112442 are prepared accordingly.
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
