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1 Overall Description: 

At RAN3#74 meeting, RAN3 discussed the need of S-GW relocation while Enhanced Serving RNS Relocation Procedure using S4 is enabled. 
One hand with respect to selecting the new S-GW, in clause 6.9.2.2.5A of TS 23.060 the New S-GW can be changed from Old S-GW, on the other hand with respect to S-GW selection function, in clause 4.3.8.2 of TS 23.401 it is described as: “the selected Serving GW serves the UE's location and for overlapping Serving GW service areas, the selection may prefer Serving GWs with service areas that reduce the probability of changing the Serving GW”.
RAN3 wants to clarify this description more clear and make sure the use case.

RAN3 assumes that SGSN’s S-GW selection function selects an available Serving GW to serve a UE, in another word, this function may depend on the UE’s location: i.e. RAC. And one use case is exemplifiied as:

· Changing S-GWs by using RAC from some network based reasons.

2.      Actions:

To TSG-SA2:

RAN3 kindly asks TSG-SA2 to confirm that SGW reselection can occur during eSRNS relocation, and that the RAC can be used as a criterion for SGW selection in this case.
