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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform kindly RAN2 that RAN3 has identified a scenario where the UE mobility state is not possible to be identified by the network. This is important in order to enable the correct actions when adjusting the mobility parameters by MRO.
The reasons for this are
· The length of the UE history used to transfer information about previously visited cells is limited. This, in combination with large hysteresis time for the UE mobility state, may lead to scenarios where the information available in the network is not enough to correctly assess the mobility state.

· An eNB receiving an RLF indication will only receive the CRNTI in case the RLF indication is triggered at RRC re-establishment. Otherwise the eNB has no means to correlate an RLF indication to a specific UE.
RAN3 believes that one solution for this would be to include the mobility state in the RLF report.

2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 

RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above into account in the RAN2 work and consider including the UE mobility state in the RLF report. 
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
