If the establishment of at least one radio link is unsuccessful, the Node B shall respond with a RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message. The message contains the failure cause in the Cause IE.

[FDD - If some radio links were established successfully, the Node B shall indicate this in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message in the same way as in the RADIO LINK SETUP RESPONSE message. In this case, the Node B shall include the Communication Control Port Id IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message.]

[FDD - If the RL identified by the HS-PDSCH RL ID IE is a radio link in the Node B and this RL is successfully established, then the Node B shall include the HS-DSCH FDD Information Response IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message.]
[FDD - If the RL identified by the HS-PDSCH RL ID IE in the Additional HS Cell Information RL Setup IE is a radio link in the Node B and this RL is successfully established, then the Node B shall include the HS-DSCH FDD Secondary Serving Information Response IE in the Additional HS Cell Information Response IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message. If the establishment of the RL identified by the HS-PDSCH RL ID IE in the Additional HS Cell Information RL Setup IE, i.e. secondary serving HS-DSCH Radio Link is unsuccessful but the establishment of the RL identified by the HS-PDSCH RL ID IE for the serving HS-DSCH Radio Link is successful, then the Node B shall indicate the unsuccessful secondary serving HS-DSCH Radio Link in the Unsuccessful RL Information Response IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message by setting the RL ID IE to the same value as the unsuccessful HS-PDSCH RL ID IE in the Additional HS Cell Information RL Setup IE. If the establishment of the secondary serving HS-DSCH Radio Link is successful but the establishment of the RL identified by the HS-PDSCH RL ID IE for the serving HS-DSCH Radio Link is unsuccessful, then the Node B shall indicate unsuccessful secondary serving HS-DSCH Radio Link in the Unsuccessful RL Information Response IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message by setting the RL ID IE to the same value as the unsuccessful HS-PDSCH RL ID IE in the Additional HS Cell Information RL Setup IE.] 

[FDD - If the RL identified by the E-DCH Additional RL ID IE in the Additional E-DCH RL Specific Information To Setup IE in the Additional E-DCH FDD Setup Information IE is a radio link in the Node B and this RL is successfully established, then the Node B shall include the Additional E-DCH FDD Information Response IE in the Additional E-DCH Cell Information Response IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message in the same way as in the RADIO LINK SETUP RESPONSE message. If the establishment of the RL identified by the E-DCH Additional RL ID IE is unsuccessful, then the Node B shall indicate the unsuccessful setup of the Additional E-DCH Radio Link in the Unsuccessful RL Information Response IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message by setting the RL ID IE to the same value as the unsuccessful E-DCH Additional RL ID IE in the Additional E-DCH Cell Information Setup IE. If the establishment of the RL identified by the E-DCH Additional RL ID IE is successful but the establishment of the RL identified by the HS-PDSCH RL ID IE is unsuccessful, then the Node B shall indicate the unsuccessful setup of the Additional E-DCH Radio Link in the Unsuccessful RL Information Response IE in the RADIO LINK SETUP FAILURE message by setting the RL ID IE to the same value as the unsuccessful E-DCH Additional RL ID IE in the Additional E-DCH Cell Information Setup IE.]
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
