The MME initiates the procedure by sending an MBMS SESSION STOP REQUEST message to the MCE. Upon receipt of the MBMS SESSION STOP REQUEST message, the MCE shall send the MBMS SESSION STOP RESPONSE message after the MCE releases the affected resources and removes the MBMS bearer context.

If the “Time of MBMS Data Stop” is included in the MBMS SESSION STOP REQUEST message, the MCE shall, if supported, take it into account for the synchronization of the corresponding MCCH Update. The MCE shall ensure the eNB applies the MCCH update from the next modification period after this “Time of MBMS Data Stop”.
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
