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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for the liaison statement in R2-120849 on the proposed introduction of Extended S-RNTI and would like to provide the following answer to the action raised: 
Action: RAN2 to identify if there is any impact on UE and RRC interface and whether the S-RNTI IE in 25.331 ASN.1 is impacted.
As specified today in 25.331 the UE always treats the 32 bit together as U-RNTI, except for the case when handling the SIB5/5bis message. In sub-clause 8.1.1.6.5 the UE (which supports HS-DSCH reception in URA_PCH state) checks the 12 MSB of the U-RNTI against the 12 bits of the RNC-ID of the Cell Identity received in the SIB3 in order to determine whether a URA update should be performed.
So if the Extended S-RNTI is used in an RNC, the RNC-ID part of the U-RNTI will now only be 10 bits (with the 2 LSB being used for S-RNTI), and so the check performed by the UE in sub-clause 8.1.1.6.5 could lead to unnecessary URA updates within an RNC.
Because there is no change to the existing U-RNTI structure, there is also no impact on the ASN.1 definition of U-RNTI in 25.331.

RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to take the above responses into account for their discussion on allowing more S-RNTIs in the UTRAN system.
