Delivery of Warning messages

This function provides the capability to schedule and broadcast warning notification messages to UEs related to alerts (earthquake, tsunami, etc..) to meet regional regulatory requirements. ETWS, CMAS and other services using the same AS mechanism as CMAS are E-UTRAN services related to warning deliveries.

In ETWS one warning message at a time is delivered over the radio, and in CMAS and other services using the same AS mechanism as CMAS multiple concurrent warning messages can be broadcast over the radio

ETWS includes the scheduling and transmission of a primary warning notification subject to stringent delay that may be followed by a secondary notification providing complementary information about the threat.

PWS is supported in RAN sharing configuration as described in TS 23.251 [14] and TS 22.268 [15].
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
