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1 Introduction
Based on the agreements on MDT, we consolidate the comments from companies and provide the stage-2/3 CRs by introducing the MDT PLMN List.
[#05: stage-2/3 CRs for MDT] (Huawei)

- Drafting of stage-2/3 CRs for MDT

- In line with agreements made in email discussion #04
The agreements reached in the last meeting [1] include the followings.
1. For Rel-11, when the MME provides a User Consent to the eNB, it also provides an MDT PLMN List. 

2. When the MME or a source eNB doesn't provide MDT PLMN List to the eNB, the Rel-11 eNB behaves like Rel-10.

3. For signalling based immediate MDT the MDT PLMN List applies only if the MDT Area Scope is "PLMN Wide". This was already agreed by RAN2 for management based and signalling based logged MDT.

4. The MDT configuration is passed during X2 HO to a "friendly PLMN", i.e. a PLMN within the MDT PLMN List.
And some consensus made in email discussion #04 as in [2].

The main agreements so far are as follows:

· The MDT PLMN list is UE-specific (effectively part of UE context in the eNB, and also MME)

· The MDT PLMN list is provided to the eNB in the same occasions when user consent is provided already (rel10)

· The MDT PLMN list will be used for control of the management-based MDT (UE selection), i.e. the UE may only be selected if user consent is present and the current serving PLMN is contained in the list

The related CRs are in [3][4][5][6][7].

2 Discussion
2.1 Stage-2 CR

Main changes in TS37.320 are followed.
a) Remove the restriction of MDT context handling when serving PLMN changes by introducing MDT PLMN List.
b) Extend the propagation of MDT configuration within the PLMNs belong to the MDT PLMN list. 

c) Based on the comments received from Samsung, it has been revised to indicate that when CN indicates user consent to the RAN, it shall also provide MDT PLMN List if available. 
NOTE: During the discussion, it was understood that the agreement 2 should also be covered by this change. However, we need to ask RAN3 to reconfirm if agreement 2 is well captured.
2.2 Stage-3 CRs

2.2.1 CR to 36.413/25.413
Main changes for 36.413/25.413 are as follows:
a) Introduce the new MDT PLMN List IE to INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST/HANDOVER REQUEST messages in TS 36.413, and COMMON ID message/Source RNC to Target RNC Transparent Container in TS 25.413.

b) Add the procedural text to store MDT PLMN List in the UE context, as same as user consent.
c) Add the procedural text in MDT Configuration that for signalling based immediate MDT the MDT PLMN List applies only if the MDT Area Scope is "PLMN Wide" for LTE and “PLMN Area Based” for UTRAN.
NOTE: Further comments from ZTE that the changes of c) are not needed, though it is open for discussion.
2.2.2 CR to 36.423/25.423
Main changes for 36.423/25.423 include:

a) Introduce the new MDT PLMN List IE to HANDOVER REQUEST messages in TS 36.423.

b) Add the procedural text to store MDT PLMN List in the UE context, as same as user consent, and use for subsequent selection of the UE for the management based MDT according to comments from Samsung.
c) Add the procedural text in MDT Configuration that for signalling based immediate MDT the MDT PLMN List applies only if the MDT Area Scope is "PLMN Wide" for LTE and “PLMN Area Based” for UTRAN.

NOTE: Other comments received from ZTE that no need to have the change c), thus it is still open.
d) Add the procedural text that the source eNB shall include MDT PLMN List and MDT Configuration in the HANDOVER REQUEST message. 
NOTE: For the comment on d) from ZTE that there is no conclusion on how to propagate MDT PLMN List during X2 HO so far, so that the change is open for further discussion.
3 Summary
The rapporteur recommends RAN3 to take the CRs [3][4][5][6][7] as the baseline and we can provide an update if needed after clarification of the highlighted parts.
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
