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1 Introduction
At RAN3 #77-bis, a discussion on inter-RAT signalling resulted in deciding principles for the signalling details. Those decisions, together with questions they were based on, are listed below.
2 Principles agreed

It is agreed, that RIM will be extended to notify “Too early 3G -> LTE HO” failure events back to 3G. 
Decisions concerning other open issues:

What information should be carried in the RIM failure notification:

· HO type ? 
( No.
· The report type (at this stage only too early HO) ? 
( not decided, but the message is to be extendable (either choice or enumerated report type)
· The UE RLF Report 
( Yes.
· Optionally: the cause for the wrong HO ? 
( No.
· Optionally: Mobility Information, if provided in the handover preparation part
( Yes.
· Others ? 
( No.
Do we need to add a new RIM procedure or can we reuse HO REPORT ? 

( A new RIM procedure is decided as more suitable
RNC to transmit routing info to LTE in the HO preparation (for the routing of the failure notification to 3G) ? 

( If RAN2 provides physical UTRAN cell identity in the RLF Report, we can use ANR or OAM lookup; if global cell ID is provided, ANR can not be used and therefore OAM or other network-based method is used.

Forward RLF report over S1 ? And
in case of RLF report over S1, does the RLF report needs to be extended to include the TAI of the last serving LTE cell ? 

( This is left out of this Release, since inter-MME communication is important, too, and TAI can not be added to RLF Report now. 
Mobility parameter exchange (automatic parameter adjustements) across RATs ? 

( The question is open until actual CRs are provided.
The CRs implementing the above agreements will be provided for the next meeting.
