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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform SA2 that RAN3 is finalizing the feature Enhanced X2 handover between HeNBs in release 11 allowing X2 handovers between two HeNBs in the inter-CSG case, while only intra-CSG case was considered in release 10.

TS36.413 currently refers to TS23.401 with regards to MME behavior when receiving the PATH SWITCH REQUEST message of the X2 handover.

When the target HeNB is closed, no access control check was necessary when receiving this message for a release 10 MME because either source and target had same CSG ID or, if not, the PATH SWITCH FAILURE was expected to be sent back without any access control check (since the feature inter-CSG inbound mobility was not in release 10).

But in release 11, the MME will newly need to perform the access control check whenever the target HeNB is closed and the source HeNB/eNB is not closed or is closed with a different CSG ID.  

RAN3 kindly ask SA2 to add this access control check in all relevant places through section 5.5.1 of TS23.401 so that RAN3 can continue to reference TS23.401 with regards to MME behavior in release 11.
