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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA5 for the reply LS on Anonymization of MDT for UTRAN. 
RAN3 has discussed the usage of UPLINK INFORMATION EXCHANGE REQUEST message and understood one-way should be sufficient for Anonymization of UTRAN MDT. However the procedure is defined as Class 1 in TS 25.413, which means a response message is needed. For this case, the response can be simply an acknowledge message, so that RAN3 does not see any issue by using two-way messages.
And regarding the serving Cell Identifier introduced for UTRAN MDT, RAN3 is questioning whether Serving Cell Identifier is needed or whether RNC ID could not be sufficient to solve this TRSR duplication issue.
