The MBMS Session signalling procedure enables the MME to deliver Session Start, Session Stop and Session Update messages to the concerned MCEs. At Session Start and Session Update, the MME provides the information of the MBMS session, e.g., QoS and MBMS Service Area, to the MCEs. Only the update of MBMS Service Area via the Session Update procedure is supported in this release. In distributed MCE architecture only, the MME may also provide a “time of MBMS data transfer” to indicate the absolute start time of data delivery, and a “time of MBMS data stop” to indicate the absolute end time of data delivery.
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
