According to sub-clause 8.12.2.2: ”If there is no ongoing broadcast to stop, then the area shall not be included in the Broadcast Cancelled Area List.”
According to sub-clause 9.2.1.71: ”If there is no ongoing broadcast to stop and valid results are not known or not available, then the area shall be included in the Broadcast Cancelled Area List and the Number of Broadcasts is set to 0”.

Two possible cases:

· The eNodeB had no message to stop because the message was already cancelled or the applicable cells in the area are served by different eNodeBs.
8.12.2.2 states that the eNodeB shall not include the area in the Broadcast Cancelled Area List, because there was no ongoing broadcast to stop.
9.2.1.71 states that the area shall be included in the Broadcast Cancelled Area List because there is no message to stop and valid results are not known. After all, it is perfectly valid that an eNodeB knows nothing about cells it doesn’t serve.

· The eNodeB had no message to stop because cells that are served by that eNodeB were unavailable for broadcasting (down). 

8.12.2.2. states that the eNodeB shall not include the area in the Broadcast Cancelled Area List, because there were no messages to stop.
9.2.1.71 states that the area shall be included in the Broadcast Cancelled Area List because there is no message to stop and valid results are not known for cells that are down.
The unclarity between the difference in the two sub-clauses lies in the fact that it is unclear what a valid result is. A cell being served by another eNodeB is a valid situation.
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	Clarify that a valid result is not available when a cell is served by the eNodeB, but is unavailable for broadcasting (down).
