	The multiBandInfoList IE which contains all the frequency bands with decreasing order of preference was introduced to support the the Multiple Frequency Band Indicators feature. The prioritization among the different frequency bands was re-discussed during RAN2#80 and it was agreed that prioritization should only be applied between the equivalent bands (i.e. the legacy band always has highest priority).  
However, the defined of the MultibandInfoList IE shall cause confusion in X2 AP that 
·    whether the legacy frequency band shall be the first listed band in the MultibandInfoList IE or not; and 
·    whether X2AP MultibandInfoList IE contains the same order with RRC (freqBandIndicator and multiBandInfoList in SIB1) or not.
The confusion may cause IOT issue since the neighbour cell should make sure which frequency band is the legacy frequency band and the order of preference e.g. the legacy frequency band shall be included in the dl-CarrierFreq IE and others in addition to the legacy frequency band shall be in the multiBandInfoList in SystemInformationBlockType5 for inter frequency cell reselection.
