How to fill the Broadcast Cancelled Area List IE

At the last RAN3#79 some discussions took place about the potential ambiguity related to the absence of the Broadcast Cancelled Area List IE in the Kill Response message (see R3-130090).

This ambiguity however does no longer exist considering that all the text refering to Kill Request related actions apply to an “area” which is included in the Warning Area List IE contained in the Kill Request message. Therefore clarifying the Kill Request message can solve the ambiguity for the Kill Respone message.

Consequently the following clarificaion was proposed at RAN3#79bis:

If, in a certain area covered by the Warning Area List IE, broadcast of one or more warning messages is already ongoing and the eNB receives a KILL REQUEST message with the same Message Identifier and Serial Number IE from those in any of the warning messages being broadcast, the eNB shall stop broadcasting and discard the warning message, for that area.

That clarification reached consensus during RAN3#79bis. Later on, at the end of the meeting, it was proposed by one company to re-write the paragraph taking into account the few added essential words as follows:

If the eNB receives a KILL REQUEST message and broadcast of one or more warning messages identified within the Message Identifier and Serial Number IE is already ongoing in an area indicated within the Warning Area List IE, the eNB shall stop broadcasting within that area and discard the warning messages for that area.
For Alcatel-Lucent, this re-writing conveys exactly the same meaning and is purely editorial. Therefore Alcatel-Lucent accepted the new proposed text. Same for all companies as well.

The CR was thus almost agreed but one company asked at last minute to check offline the new sentence for editorial check. After offline checking before RAN3#80 the word “the” is now being proposed before the word “broadcast” as follows:

If the eNB receives a KILL REQUEST message and the broadcast of one or more warning messages identified within the Message Identifier and Serial Number IE is already ongoing in an area indicated within the Warning Area List IE, the eNB shall stop broadcasting within that area and discard the warning messages for that area.
With this late editorial addition, the CR should thus be agreable by all. 
Optional/mandatory

The second change to be done concerned the Broadcast Cancelled Area List IE which is currently stated as mandatorily included in the procedural text while it should be conditional to having an area to be reported where brodcast has been stopped successfully.
This corresponds to the following change which already reached consensus at RAN3#79bis:

The eNB shall acknowledge the KILL REQUEST message by sending the KILL RESPONSE message, with the Message Identifier IE and the Serial Number IE copied from the KILL REQUEST message and shall, if there is an area to report where an ongoing broadcast was stopped successfully, include the Broadcast Cancelled Area List IE.

2 Conclusion and Proposal
This paper has recalled the two changes proposed to clarify the kill procedure which already reached consensus at RAN3#79bis except editorials.

It proposes to now finally agree the CR in [1] with the remaining editorial correction (adding the word “the” before the word “broadcast”).
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
