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1  Introduction
A new RAN WI “RAN aspects for SIPTO at the Local Network” was agreed in [1] in RAN#59 to evaluate and specify the RAN impacts to support SIPTO@LN. The overview and initial analysis of RAN impacts for SIPTO at the Local Network (SIPTO @LN) were discussed in last RAN3 meeting. There are two solutions, i.e. collocated L-GW based solution and standalone GW based solution, need to be standardized in RAN. This document gives the summary of the RAN impacts analysis for Standalone GW based solution.
2 Discussion
There are two generic uses cases interested by the operators: residential case and enterprise case. It was agreed in SA2 to consider two different solutions depending on use cases. And RAN impacts for the two solutions were also discussed in last RAN3 meeting. The points need to be addressed in RAN showing as below:
· Collocated L-GW: 

· The new collocated L-GW function definition in H(e)NB/eNB to support SIPTO@LN
· The new L-GW address transmission to MME in RANAP/S1AP

· SIPTO Correlation ID transmission to H(e)NB/eNB during (E)-RAB assignment
· Standalone GW:
· Definition of a function in H(e)NB/eNB/RNC to support standalone GW for SIPTO@LN. 

· Definition of Local (H)eNB Network, and the new LHN ID transmission to MME in RANAP/S1AP

· Support of S-GW only relocation with new IEs in current procedure or a new procedure.
From the initial analysis, there is very few overlapping between the two solutions impacts in RAN. In addition, there is no dependency between the two solutions. To better organize and facilitate the discussion, it is proposed to separate the discussion to two parts: collocated L-GW and standalone GW (i.e. come with two different sets of CRs).

3 Conclusion
Based on the analysis above, it is proposed RAN3 to agree the following proposal for work split:
