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1   Introduction
Contribution [1][2] and [3] discuss similar problems related to the impact of the outcome of the RRC re-establishment on  MRO. In this document, we summarise the problem and propose a text to be included in the TR.  
2   Discussion

The re-establishment cell is used to diagnose the failure by MRO and this analysis may lead to a corrective action by MRO. The UE is currently only reporting which cell it will attempt to re-establish after a failure in the RLF report. The actual outcome of the re-establishment is currently not reported. If also the outcome of the RRC re-establishment is used, the accuracy of the MRO verdict can be improved. This is discussed in [1][2] and [3].

In HetNet scenarios, it is more likely that rejections due to an unprepared re-establishment cell occur. It is also more likely that failures during re-establishment occur due to the more complex interference scenarios. Hence, the importance of distinguishing between these cases increase.

Problem description:
