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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN4 for their LS on UE Rx-Tx time difference measurement requirement under handover. RAN3 has discussed the issue and would like to point RAN4’s attention to the following:
1. If the E-CID positioning measurement is configured through LPP, the RAN4 agreed behavior is fully compliant with the existing RAN3 specifications;

2. For intra-eNB handovers, the RAN4 agreed behavior has no additional impact on RAN3 specifications;

3. For inter-eNB handovers, to continue an ongoing positioning measurement in the target cell the measurement failure in the source cell should be first signaled to E-SMLC. The E-SMLC may restart the measurement in the target cell after handover; this new measurement will create a new measurement context in both the E-SMLC and the target eNB.
It might be possible for an implementation to continue the E-CID measurement in the target cell also in case of inter-eNB handover. It is worth noticing, though, that such behavior is implementation-dependent and outside current standards.
