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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform SA2 and SA5 that RAN3 has made an agreement on the subject of inbound mobility to an UTRAN CSG cell. 
In order to make the relocation to a CSG cell work, PLMN ID, LAC, RAC, RNC ID, CSG ID and CELL ID is required information. The UE already reports CSG ID and CELL ID. 
RAN3 has agreed that the also required CSG information (PLMN ID, LAC, RAC and RNC ID) is configured for a Primary Scrambling Code range in a certain carrier frequency, since configuring this information for each neighboring cell does not support unplanned and dense CSG cell deployments. Thus the Primary Scrambling Codes used for CSG cells needs to be partitioned among the PLMN IDs etc.
We ask SA2 and SA5 to take the above agreements into consideration.
2. Actions:

To SA2 and SA5.
RAN3 kindly asks SA2 and SA5 to take the above information into account and update related specifications accordingly.
