	In this meeting RAN2 concluded that parameters require further discussion in RAN2 during a potential WI phase and therefore should not be mentioned in the SA2 specifications for the time being.


Conclusion 2: RAN2 concluded that parameters require further discussion in RAN2 during a potential WI phase and therefore should not be mentioned in the SA2 specifications for the time being.
According to [3], the SI on MTC signaling enhancements was completed in RAN #61 September. For signalling overhead reduction, some companies felt that more progress from SA2 on corresponding items would be beneficial, before RAN can proceed with a WI.

As mentioned in section1, R3-132159 and R3-132145 propose to introduce the RAN parameters into S1AP and X2AP messages. But in order to provide a complete solution, RAN3 needs to wait for the conclusion in RAN2 and then continue the discussion during a potential WI phase.

3. Proposals
Based on the analyses of the progress in SA2, RAN2 and RAN Plenary meetings, we got three conclusions: 

Conclusion 1: RAN3 is waiting for RAN2 progress on Mitigating excessive signalling from frequent small data
Conclusion 2: RAN2 concluded that parameters require further discussion in RAN2 during a potential WI phase and therefore should not be mentioned in the SA2 specifications for the time being.
Conclusion 3: the Study Item was completed without Work Item. In order to provide a complete solutionRAN3 should wait for the RAN2 conclusion and then continue the discussion during a potential WI phase.
Therefore, we propose:
Proposal 1:  We propose that RAN3 waits for the RAN2 conclusion and then continue the discussion during a potential WI phase.
Proposal 2: We propose that RAN3 agrees to send the draft LS in Annex to SA2 and RAN2.
