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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA2 for the LS on Response to: LS on system aspects for Small Cell Enhancement work in RAN.
On the issue of UE AMBR enforcement, RAN3 has considered the issue and concluded that it is feasible to retain the AMBR enforcement point at RAN via keeping MeNB in control of the UE AMBR and exchanging scheduling history information feedback over X2 between MeNB and SeNB. Therefore, RAN3 concluded that the UE AMBR enforcement can be kept transparent to CN.

RAN3 has also considered the procedure part to support the path switch between the MeNB and SeNB for alternative 1A, which is listed in the specific impacts within SA2 scope, and concluded that introducing a new flag to the Path Switch message should be preferred for backward compatibility with Pre-Rel12 MME, and MeNB should include both the non-switched bearers and switched bearers during SeNB addition, release and change procedures in the Path Switch message.
