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1. Overall Description:

CT4 has completed the specification of the stage 2 requirements to support the restoration of the warning message service upon an eNB failure/restart . The agreed CR (C4-132264) is attached.
CT4 kindly asks CT1 and RAN3 to specify the corresponding changes in their specifications to support these requirements.

CT4 thanks RAN3 for their LS (R3-131238) and attached stage 3 CRs. CT4 kindly asks RAN3 to update these CRs according to the stage 2 requirements. The following changes are necessary: 
· the eNB shall include the identity of the eNodeB and the identity of the restarted cell(s) in the PWS Restart Indication message: 
· the identity of the eNodeB is used to distribute subsequent WRWR messages only to the restarted eNodeB. Including the identity of the eNodeB in the PWS Restart Indication over the S1AP interface enables the MME to simply proxy the message towards the CBC.
· providing the identity of the restarted cells in the PWS Restart Indication message simplifies the CBC implementation by avoiding to require the CBC to derive the list of the cells from the eNodeB identity – which is not supported in existing CBC implementations. This also enables the CBC to only reload the warning message data for the restarted cells. No benefit has been identified in making this list optional in the message. 
· the eNodeB shall also act according to the requirements specified in the PWS restoration procedure in TS 23.007; a reference to TS 23.007 should be added for the behaviour of the eNodeB. 
CT4 has also discussed the possibility for the eNodeB to include TAIs or Emergency Area IDs in the PWS Restart Indication message as an additional alternative to the list of cells, e.g. when the broadcast of messages is managed in the network per TAI or Emergency Area. This aspect is for further study.
