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1. Introduction
In Rel-12 SON study item, about SON for pre-rel12 small cell, it was concluded that “the work on the SON for HetNet deployments may be continued as part of the technical enhancements (TEI) to the existing Rel.11 SON solution” [1]. So we continue this discussion in TEI12.
2. Discussion
During last several meetings, some solutions were proposed. However, there are still different opinions on whether or not the scenario of a re-establishment attempt failure in HetNet scenario is a corner case. 

Some companies think that from RAN2 point of view, it is a corner case, while other companies think there was no discussion and conclusion in RAN2 and it could not be regarded as a rare case considering the much more complicated radio environment with large numbers of small cell deployment and small ISD in HetNet scenario [2]. So RAN2 feedback would be useful and we propose to send an LS to RAN2 to get some guideline on the problem.
