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1   Introduction
In RAN3#83, it was agreed to include the User Location Information in the E-RAB RELEASE RESPONSE, E-RAB RELEASE INDICATION and UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMPLETE messages [1] [2]. In this paper the need to include the User Location Information in the UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST messages is discussed.
2   Discussion
There are some cases that eNB releases the UE Context and RRC connection before reception of UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND from MME.
Use case 1: CS Fallback

In order to reduce the delay of CS fallback, the eNB is allowed to redirect the UE to the target RAT before receiving of UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND as specified in the section 5.3.5 of TS 23.401:
1a.
In certain cases the eNodeB may release the UE's signalling connection before or in parallel to requesting the MME to release the S1 context, e.g. the eNodeB initiates an RRC Connection Release for CS Fallback by redirection.

Use case 2: Abnormal Case

The interaction between UE Context Release Request and UE Context Release procedures are specified as:
Interactions with UE Context Release procedure:
The UE Context Release procedure should be initiated upon reception of a UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message. 
As specified in the TS 21.801, “should” means recommend without mandatory. Then it is possible the MME may not initiate the UE Context Release procedure. And the eNB is also not able to ensure the UE Context Release procedure shall be performed by MME. A timer may be started upon the eNB sending UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message for the purpose of protection. If the UE Context Release procedure is not initiated towards the eNB after the expiry of the timer, the eNB shall release the UE Context locally.
Observation 1: The release of UE context before reception UE CONTEXT RELESE COMMAND is possible.
Based on the Observation 1, in case of the UE context is released before reception UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMMAND message, and then there is no means to include the ULI in S1 UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMPLETE message.

Proposal 1: Include the User Location Information in the UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message.
3   Proposals
In this paper the need to include the User Location Information in the UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message is discussed and we propose:

Proposal 1: Include the User Location Information in the UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message.
