	In RAN3#83 CR 1151r6 vs. 36.413 was agreed. The CR introduced the support for load reporting between LTE and eHRPD. Among others, a new eHRPD Sector ID IE was introduced. The IE is defined as OCTET STRING (without length definition) and includes the eHRPD Sector ID defined in the 3GPP2 C.S0024-B.
As already happened, dealing with OCTET STRINGs with undefined length referring to external IE definitions might lead to interoperability issues because it is not clear whether the (ASN.1) length field of the OCTET STRING needs to be included or not when encoding .

Since the eHRPD Sector ID represents an IPv6 address (and therefore it has a fixed length of 128 bits), its definition should be changed to OCTET STRING (SIZE(16)) in order to avoid any potential IOT issues.
