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0 Introduction
This paper presents the outcome of the offline discussion on the issue of the security check for PWS Restart Indication message following the incoming LS in R3-140418 (CP-140199) from CT.

1 HeNB ID Verification and PWS Restart Indication termination
During the online discussions, the following options have been listed:

1) the HeNB includes the GW ID in the restart indication message 
2) the GW replaces the HeNB ID by the GW IDin the restart indication message
3) the HeNB and the GW both include the HeNB ID in the restart indication message
4) the MME adds the GW ID (respectively the HeNB ID) in the restart indication message   (not aligned with RAN/CT solution approved at RAN/CT#64)

During the following offline discussions, a majority of companies leant towards option 2 for the following reasons:
· it is aligned with the solution approved at RAN/CT#64 (March 2014),

· it is aligned with stage 2 TS23.007 PWS restoration feature (December 2013),
· it completes the security solution by allowing cell id, HeNB id checks (CP-140199),

· it uses the termination of PWS Restart Indication on the HeNB GW (HeNB GW proxy function),
· it simplifies the MME which always transparently forwards the PWS Restart Indication,

· it enables a uniform routing of the subsequent (reload) WRWR messages from the CBC in the MME based on Global eNB ID regardless of the scenario involved in the restart (eNB, HeNB directly connected to the MME, HeNB connected to the MME via an HeNB GW). 
Proposal 1: it is proposed to agree the option 2 and the associated CR in tdoc R3-140908 to complete the work on PWS restoration feature. 
Proposal 2: it is proposed to liaise CT4 to inform of RAN3 decision which has impact on the way the MME routes the subsequent WRWR messages, and to also inform of the completion of the work on PWS restoration.
