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1. Introduction
This contribution discuss the leftover stage2 open issues for inter eNB CoMP, and propose to adopt the proposals in the related stage2 CRs.

2. Open issue to stage2 baseline CR

There are two FFSs in the baseline CR[1] to TS36.300, as highlighted in yellow below.

Inter-eNB CoMP

The task of inter-eNB CoMP is to coordinate multiple eNBs in order that the coverage of high data rates and the cell-edge throughput are improved, and also the system throughput is increased. The coordination of multiple eNBs is achieved by signalling between eNBs of hypothetical resource allocation information, CoMP hypotheses, associated with benefit metrics. Each of the signalled CoMP hypotheses is concerned with a cell belonging to either the receiving eNB, the sending eNB or their neighbour. The benefit metric associated with the CoMP hypotheses quantifies the benefit assuming that the CoMP hypotheses are applied. The receiving eNB of the CoMP hypotheses and the benefit metrics may take them into account for RRM and may trigger further signalling FFS.

RSRP measurement reports can also be exploited for inter-eNB CoMP. For example, the RSRP measurement reports can be used to determine and/or validate CoMP hypotheses and benefit metrics. [Further explanation on the RSRP measurement reports of UEs: FFS]
Inter-eNB CoMP is located in the eNB.


For the first FFS about the receiving eNB behaviour, it was said that “How to react to a received CoMP hypothesis signalling is up to receiving eNB’s implementation” in RAN1 LS[2]. RRM is one part of eNB’s implementation, but we think it is not needed to explicitly mention it, i.e. it is better to remove “for RRM”.

For the further signalling trigger, the eNB may have different behaviour based on its algorithm, for example, the receiving eNB may send Load Information message to the sending eNB, or RSRP measurement report to the sending eNB, or may trigger RRC signalling to the served UEs, or do nothing. We believe it is better to keep it open on the behaviour of the eNB, it is proposed to remove the “and may trigger further signalling FFS”.

Proposal1: remove “for RRM and may trigger further signalling FFS”.

Just before the second FFS, it is said that “For example, the RSRP measurement reports can be used to determine and/or validate CoMP hypotheses and benefit metrics.” We think it is clear enough for the stage 2 general description, it is proposed to remove “[Further explanation on the RSRP measurement reports of UEs: FFS]”.
