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1. Overall Description:

TS 23.251 Specifies that in shared networks Cell Broadcast and Warning System services are provided via a single common CBC, which connects to GERAN/UTRAN as described in TS 23.041 and connects to E-UTRAN as described in TS 23.401. The deployment and configuration of the common CBC is per agreement between the sharing operators. The sharing operators need to coordinate the broadcast services between each other, e.g. how to provide Warning System services. However, TS 22.101 has noted down that some regulatory obligations require a solution in which no common PWS core network entity is involved.
RAN3 would now like SA1 to answer the following questions in relation to the use of common PWS core network entity in RAN Sharing Situations:

i) Description of the regulatory issues identified

ii) Its implication on the existing solutions as provided in TS 23.041

iii) Countries or regions where this applies
