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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks SA2 for the LS on Introducing the ProSe Authorized IE.

Following SA2’s request to check whether the “ProSe Authorized” indication is really needed to be included in the X2AP HANDOVER REQUEST message, RAN3 would like to clarify the reasons behind this choice.

To support X2 mobility, if all eNBs in the same area support ProSe the new IE is needed in the X2AP HANDOVER REQUEST message. If ProSe-supporting and non-ProSe-supporting eNBs are deployed in the same area, the new IE is needed only in the S1AP PATH SWITCH REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message.
Some companies preferred to optimize for deployments where all eNBs are ProSe-aware, but others felt that mixed deployments of ProSe-aware and non-ProSe-aware eNBs could not be excluded altogether. Extending both messages enables to optimize for homogeneous deployments, if desired (including e.g. providing an early indication to the target eNB), while still correctly supporting mixed deployments.
RAN3 has agreed CRs for ProSe authorization signaling, under the working assumption that all EPLMNs in the Handover Restriction List have the same ProSe authorization(s) as the serving PLMN (i.e. they are equivalent also from the point of view of ProSe authorization). The agreed CRs are attached.
