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Discussion
1 Introduction 
In RANP #65 it was agreed that as part of RAN WI RAN3 will mainly focus on the issues identified concretely during the corresponding study phase. The areas thus needing attention are S1 Overload and Resource Status update related procedures together with new procedures related to determining usage per operator. It is, however, possible to explore other issues that were not sufficiently discussed during the RSE SI. 
The Objective of this contribution is to highlight the agreements made at the end of the SI [1] and those made at the time of WI approval [2] in terms of the areas where discussion will be mainly focused on together with possible other topics that can be discussed.
2 Discussion

2.1 Overload Procedure:
In case of GateWay Core Network (GWCN), CN overload can result in a situation where an overloaded PLMN starves another PLMN, thus leading to unfairness. Two solutions were presented during the SI phase for further consideration to rectify this. It is thus important to choose one (e.g., the one reusing GUMMEI List) after possibly evaluating both and implement it. 
In case multiple Overload procedures are triggered for different PLMN-IDs, it is yet to be confirmed whether the last Overload Start/Stop will override existing triggers.  

2.2 MLB and MSC:

The following agreements were made during the SI phase in relation to MLB and MSC:
Resource Status reporting should be enhanced on a per PLMN ID or group of PLMN ID basis. This implies that part or all of the load information may be reported on a per sharing operator basis.

On the issue of whether Mobility Settings Change has to be enhanced together with Load Reporting enhancement which was agreed already, the following apply:

· MSC per PLMN is connected to, but not dependent on, SON UE grouping discussion. 

· Enhancement to Load Reporting and MSC may be considered interrelated.

2.3 Usage Volume collection:

In connection with the collection of measurements pertaining to network resource usage per QoS profile separately for each PLMN in the shared network for inter-operator accounting purposes, it was decided that aggregated downlink and uplink data volume are collected per PLMN and per QoS profile parameters. Depending on Sharing Operators agreement, QoS profile may be limited to a subset of standard parameters (e.g. QCI).
2.4 Possible Additional Topics:

It was further decided that there would be still room to discuss any other issue that needs an urgent attention..

It captured the way forward agreed at the end of the SI in RAN3 #84 together with the agreements made at the time of the WI approval in RANP #65. It further makes the following proposals:
