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Description
RAN3 has received the incoming reply liaison from GERAN2 in [1] on the routing information for the unnecessary handover to another RAT detection.

In that liaison GERAN2 informs RAN3 that they have added the E-CGI and TAI to be conveyed from the source eNB towards the target BSS as earlier requested two meetings ago by RAN3.
RAN3 had requested these two information elements for the feature “unnecessary handover from LTE to GERAN” so that after the target BSS has collected the UE measurements of LTE cells it can report those measurements back to the source eNB via RIM messaging.
In their liaison GERAN2 however brings the attention of RAN3 to the fact that in order to report the measurements via RIM messaging, the RIM addressing requires the Global eNB ID and TAI. 

The BSS therefore needs to be able to derive the Global eNB ID from the received E-CGI and GERAN2 ask RAN3 clarification on that.

It is true that the BSS doesn’t know if the source eNB is a macro eNB or an HeNB. Therefore the BSS cannot determine if it must take the 20 leftmost bits or the 28 leftmost bits to build the Global eNB ID out of the received source E-CGI.

GERAN2 raises a valid question and there can be two possible solutions to sort this out:

· Either the source eNB adds a new IE indicating whether it is an eNB or an HeNB into the information conveyed to the target BSS (e.g. could be a simple bit value 0 for eNB or value 1 for HeNB)

· The source eNB adds its full Global eNB ID into the information conveyed to the target BSS.

We think it is most straighforward to directly include the source Global eNB ID.

Conclusion and Proposal
This paper has analysed the point raised by GERAN2 on how can the target BSS be able to derive the source Global eNB ID from the source ECGI as valid. It is proposed to select option 2 here-above and liaise back GERAN2 indicating to add the Global eNB ID to the information conveyed from the source eNB to the target BSS.
