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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank GERAN2 for their LS referenced above and for drawing RAN3 attention to the necessity for the BSS to be able to derive a Global eNB ID from the source E-CGI for a proper routing via RIM messaging.

It is indeed not possible for the BSS to determine if the source eNB ID (used for routing) can be derived from the 20 leftmost bits or the 28 leftmost bits of the source E-CGI as the BSS cannot know if the source is respectively an eNB or an HeNB.

RAN3 concluded that the source Global eNB ID should therefore also be conveyed in addition to the E-CGI and TAI in order to lift this ambiguity.

RAN3 kindly ask GERAN2 to take into account RAN3 feedback on the assumption taken by GERAN2 and to add the Source Global eNB ID to the information conveyed towards the target BSS.
