1)Should the HO target eNB send a LOCATION REPORT message in the case of inter-eNB handover?

The HO target eNB may (but does not have to) send a LOCATION REPORT message in the case of inter-eNB handover.
NN、CATT、E///、HW、NEC、ALU
The HO target eNB does not need to send a LOCATION REPORT message in the case of inter-eNB handover.

ZTE、CATT、E///、NN、LG、ALU
The HO target eNB shall send a LOCATION REPORT message in the case of inter-eNB handover.
2）Should the eNB send a LOCATION REPORT message when the information given in the previous LOCATION REPORT message is not anymore valid？

YES: ZTE、NN、E///、CATT、HW、ALU、NEC、LG
NO:
3）Should the eNB send a LOCATION REPORT message upon receipt of the LOCATION REPORT CONTROL message with the Event IE included in the Request Type IE set to "Change of Serving cell"?
YES: ALU
NO: ZTE、E///、CATT、HW、NEC、LG
Summary:

The target eNB may send a LOCATION REPORT message after inter-eNB handover (S1/X2 HO) based on eNB implementation. The eNB shall send a LOCATION REPORT message when the information given in the previous LOCATION REPORT message is not anymore valid.

The above understanding can be seen in TS36.413 section 8.11.3.2:

In case reporting at change of serving cell has been requested, the eNB shall send a LOCATION REPORT message whenever the information given to the EPC in any S1AP message is not anymore valid.
The eNB shall not send a LOCATION REPORT message upon receipt of the LOCATION REPORT CONTROL message with the Event IE included in the Request Type IE set to "Change of Serving cell", which can be seen in TS36.413 section 8.11.1.2:

The Request Type IE indicates to the eNB whether:

-
to report directly;

-
to report upon change of serving cell, or

-
to stop reporting at change of serving cell.
If reporting upon change of serving cell is requested, the eNB shall report whenever the UE changes its serving cell to another cell belonging to the eNB.
Therefore, based on the understanding above, current text is fine for all cases.
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
