If feasible in RAN3, SCG change indication may be included in the “SeNB Modification Request Acknowledgment” X2 message if the SeNB has decided to perform SCG change upon the reception of SeNB modification request.
It needs to be confirmed by RAN3 whether such behaviour is feasible in Rel-12 time frame.




It is understood that this is for the use case that the SeNB want to do the PScell change soon after receiving a SCG Cell addition from MeNB in SeNB Modification Request message.

This paper tries to give some discussion points.
2. Discussion
2.1 add SCG Change Indicator in the SeNB Modification Request Acknowledge message

First consequence is of course it needs to add a new SCG Change indicator IE in the SeNB Modification Request Acknowledge message. 

2.2 SCG Change needs to have S-KeNB refresh 
It has been decided that when doing the PScell Change, as according to the baseline 36.300 CR “During SCG change, S-KeNB key is refreshed”, a new S-KeNB need to be provided from MeNB to SeNB. For this case, the only way that can let the MeNB to provide the S-KeNB to the SeNB will be the SeNB Reconfiguration Complete message.

Second consequence is therefore, SeNB Security Key IE need to be added in the SeNB Reconfiguration Complete message.
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3. Conclusion

This Contribution tries to give some discussion points to check when SCG Change Indicator IE is added in the SeNB Modification Request Acknowledge message. 
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
